Maryville Planning Commission — February 25, 2002
The meeting was called to order by R. Covarrubias at 7:02 p.m. Members present: T. Cadagin,
R. Covarrubias, M. Floyd, S. Frey, M. Langley, and C. Vincent. Additionally, K. Flaugher and
L. Gulledge were present.
Chairperson Covarrubias welcomed new member, Mark Floyd to the Planning Commission.
Chairperson Covarrubias requested that the members present review the minutes from the January
28, 2002 meeting. R. Covarrubias made a motion to recommend the approval of the minutes, as
presented, from January 28, 2002. T. Cadagin seconded the motion. Motion carried, all ayes.

Chairperson Covarrubias noted that a quorum was present.

WalMart Supercenter PD-B — Preliminary Plan Approval

The developer called and cancelled their request for a review at tonight’s meeting.

Green Space Ordinance

A draft of the proposed ordinance was mailed to all members for their review prior to the meeting
tonight.

A discussion was held in which R. Covarrubias and S. Frey presented a review of the ordinance to
the members. Briefly, the ordinance requires developers to include open passive green space in their
development and pay a park improvement fee to the Village for each lot platted. The percentage of
passive green space required and the fees to be paid increase with the planned density of the
development.

C. Vincent made a motion to recommend to the Village Board the approval of the 2-18-02 draft of the
Green Space Ordinance, striking the first “or” in the first paragraph in the draft for PD-R districts. M.
Langley seconded the motion. Roll Call: Cadagin-aye; Covarrubias-aye; Floyd-aye; Frey-aye;
Langley-aye; Vincent-aye. Motion passed, all ayes.

Other Business

R. Covarrubias again reminded K. Flaugher to mail the village fee structure to the members of the
planning commission. (reference minutes of 1/28/02).

R. Covarrubias made a motion to recommend that the Village Board review the fee structure for
commercial and residential development within the Village, making changes where appropriate. S.
Frey seconded the motion. Roll Call: Cadagin-aye; Covarrubias-aye; Floyd-aye; Frey-aye; Langley-
aye; Vincent-aye. Motion passed, all ayes.

The members were reminded that a joint meeting of the Economic Development Committee and the
Planning Commission is scheduled for February 26, 2002 to review the draft of the revised sign
ordinance. Chairperson Covarrubias emphasized the importance of having an enforceable ordinance
in the Village and admonished everyone to review the draft and be prepared to discuss the draft at
the meeting.

S. Frey requested a review of the PD-B commercial development ordinance with respect to the
requirement of a minimum of 5,000 square feet in building size before a developer would fall under
the requirements of the ordinance. R. Covarrubias remarked that he thought the original draft of the
ordinance called for a minimum of 5,000 square feet of impervious improvement. This would include
the building and the parking lot area. It was noted that one developer in the Village erected a



commercial building of 4,800 square feet, thus avoiding the requirements of the commercial
development ordinance. R. Covarrubias requested that K. Flaugher provide the members of the
committee with examples of the requirements in other adjoining communities.

M. Langley questioned the destruction of the trees near the golf course along Keebler in the Villas at
Stonebridge development. According to the minutes of the May 21, 2001 meeting the developer was
given a recommendation of approval contingent upon the presentation of an approved landscape
plan. It was not known if the landscape plan was presented for approval. L. Gulledge promised to
search for the landscape plan and determine if it was presented and approval given.

M. Langley questioned the junk cars on private property at the corner of Keebler and West Main.
L. Gulledge reported that the property was in the county and that county officials had been notified.

L. Gulledge remarked that some roads and walks in Village subdivisions were cracking and needing
repair. R. Covarrubias suggested that the paving profile requirements might need to be improved on
roadways dedicated to the Village.

With no further business to discuss T. Cadagin made a motion to adjourn. C. Vincent seconded the
motion. The motion passed all ayes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
